Teacher’s Notes

St John the Baptist was a significant figure because he was a withess to
Christ. Mini Vinnies are called to be withesses and spread the Good News
by seeing God in everyone. In this passage, John shares the Good News
that Jesus is the Son Of God, and shows the connection between God the
Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit.

This week’s activity is a reflection on seeing the Holy Spirit in everyone and
asks your group to talk about how we would treat people if we saw God's
spirit in them. This also links with St Vincent de Paul’s quote: “Make it a
practice to judge persons and things in the most favorable light at all
times and under all circumstances”.
